•  13 editions have been organi-
sed, 3 times in Brittany, twice in  
Cornwall, twice in Galicia, twice in 
Asturias, once in Scotland, once in 
Wales, once in Portugal, once in 
Ireland. 

With this great international cham-
pionship, we want to wear the co-
lours of the Atlantic Coast, whose 33 
regions, united by the Ocean, are 
becoming more and more conscious 
of their common History, their shared 
advantages, and their exceptionnal 
marine destiny.
